Your
ladder was designed and manufactured using the finest material available to provide long

product life. Choosing the proper size ladder for location and correct fit is important to

assure safe, convenient, and reliable use.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

1. This ladder is designed to be mounted on the pontoon
at the side gate as follows:

2. Fold out hooks. Slip ladder catches onto ends of both
ladder hooks. Position and mark four mounting holes
on deck surface. (NOTE: Make certain ladder
standoffs are at or below the centerline of the
pontaon floats.)

3. See Fig. 1: Drill 8 marked holes with 1/8" dia. drill bit.
Secure ladder catch “A” with screws “C” as shown.
(NOTE: Rubber gasket “B” must be inside catch for
proper operation. ALSO, larger opening in catch
must face away from the ladder and into the deck
area.)

4, Attach ladder to deck by inserting hooks into large
opening in catch slot (Fig. 2). Slide latch bolts down into
slot (Fig. 3). Make certain ladder hangs perpendicular to
water surface. Ladder standoffs can be cut if necessary.
To do so, remove rubber tips, cut to desired length and
reinstall tips. Rubber tipped standoffs on ladder are
intended to abut the pontoon float and cushion the
ladder.

5. To remove ladder, slide up and then pull out of catches.
